The ceremony began with an introduction
by Joe McCadden and remarks by Mike
Hayden.

Mr. Hautman has shown the Spectacled
Eider rising in flight over gentle rolling
waters, a scene all but too familiar to diving
duck hunters. The native Alaskan moun-
tains are featured in the background. The
painting depicts the blanket of soft feather-
ing over the base of the bill and full flight
plumage of the male sides with a mature
green feathered "mane" distinctive only to
the Spectacled Eider.
